Science Intent Document
Intent

At Winchelsea Primary School, our intent is to give every child a broad, balanced and enjoyable Science curriculum which enables them to confidently explore and discover the world around them. 
We want our children to experience memorable science lessons in our school through exciting, practical hands on experiences that encourage curiosity and questioning. Our aim is that these stimulating and challenging experiences help every child secure and extend their scientific knowledge and vocabulary.

We have a balanced curriculum which has been carefully designed and developed with the need of every child at the centre of what we do. We want to equip and prepare our pupils for the opportunities, responsibilities and experiences of later life.

 

Implementation

The progression of skills for working scientifically are developed through the year groups and scientific enquiry skills are of key importance within lessons.

Our whole school positive approach to the teaching and learning of science involves;
• Science will be taught in planned, and arranged, topic blocks by the class teacher. All children to be catered for through adapted planning suited to their abilities.
• We plan for problem solving and real-life opportunities that enable children to find out for themselves. This curiosity is celebrated within the classroom. Planning involves teachers creating practical, engaging lessons.

• Our curriculum is progressive. We build upon the learning and skill development of the previous years, which is explored through our ‘prior learning tasks.’
•Science skills are embedded into lessons. This ensures these skills are being developed throughout the children’s school career along with new vocabulary. Teachers find opportunities to develop children’s understanding of their surroundings by accessing outdoor learning and workshops with experts both in and out of school through class visits etc.
• Through enrichment days, such as ‘science week’, we promote the profile of science and allow time for the children to freely explore scientific topics.
• Provision for a regular STEM club, with support from outside agencies to raise the profile of Science.
 

Impact

The teaching of science at Winchelsea results in a fun, engaging, high-quality science education, that provides children with the foundations for understanding the world that they can take with them once they complete their primary education. So much of science lends itself to outdoor learning, and so we provide children with opportunities to experience this through forest school sessions. Pupil voice is used to further develop the Science curriculum, through questioning of pupils’ views and attitudes towards science, to assess the children’s enjoyment of science, and to further motivate learners. Where possible, we invite outside agencies and visitors into school to develop pupil awareness of careers and ‘real life’ opportunities in Science. 
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
